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Procedure:
Pregnant women less than 20 weeks gestation are to be seen initially by the Emergency

Department physician or by their private physician.

Contact primary physician re: Obstetrical Care.
Pregnant women greater than 20 weeks gestation presenting with non-obstetrical complaints are to be seen initially in the Emergency Department by the Emergency Department physician or by their private doctor with documentation of fetal heart tones.
Contact primary physician re: Obstetrical Care.
Pregnant women greater than 20 weeks gestation presenting with obstetrical complaints are to be seen in the Women’s Services Unit; i.e. vaginal bleeding, gush or leakage of fluid, hard rigid abdomen, contractions, sever headache, blurred vision.
